Disposal of Chemicals and other Substances
This guidance note compliments the council policy and guidance on The Control of Substances Hazardous to Health Regulations (COSHH) 2002
Once a COSHH Assessment has been completed it will include information relating to the disposal of the substance in use. If a Safety Information Data Sheet (these are available from the supplier and/or manufacturer of the substance) is used this will also include reference to the safe disposal of the substance and these guidelines should be followed at all times.

However, on rare occasions there will be identified or unidentified substances which have no COSHH Assessment or Safety Information Data Sheet available and a safe method of disposal needs to be put in place.
