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Home Use Program




As part of the Microsoft Home Use Program, Aberdeenshire Council has signed an agreement with Microsoft for the use of a range of its software. One extra benefit of that agreement is that staff are entitled to download copies of the full Microsoft Office suite and install them on computers at home. This costs each employee only £9.95, a significant saving on the full retail value of the comparable retail versions of Office. This benefit is for your personal use and you may continue to using the downloaded software while you are still employed by the Council. 

It is your responsibility to check whether your home computer has capacity to download the software or is of sufficient specification to run the software. Aberdeenshire Council's ICT Helpdesk cannot provide support for download, installation or ongoing issues.
